RELIGIOUS SERVICES - TV (from the Irish Times, Friday, 20 March 2020)

As of Wednesday this week all three major Protestant Churches on the island – the Church of Ireland, the Presbyterian Church in Ireland, the Methodist Church in Ireland – suspended Sunday and daily services.

Since Monday last the Catholic Church in Ireland has suspended public Masses, though priests continue to celebrate it privately and using online livestreams. At 10.30 on Thursday morning RTÉ News Now broadcast Mass from the church of St Peter and Paul in Clonmel, Co Tipperary. Mass will be broadcast on the channel daily at that time until March 29th.

It will be followed each day by a religious message from representatives of Ireland’s other Christian denominations and faith communities.

RTÉ will also mark the Jewish festival of Passover on RTÉ One at 5.35pm on Sunday, April 5th. On Saturday April 11th, it will celebrate the Sikh festival of Vaisakhi, again at 5.35pm on RTÉ One.

In a statement on Wednesday the Irish Council of Imams, which represents 35 Imams at mosques all over the island of Ireland, announced that Friday prayers tomorrow, as last week and until further notice, have been cancelled.
